1. Open the storage compartment ahove
the radio, and pull out on the lip
of the compartment to remove the
compartment/AC vent assembly.

(2) #8 x 3/8"at the top and (2) factory
screws at the bottom. (Figure F)

. Locate the factory wiring harness and

antenna connector in the dash, and
complete all necessary connections to
the radio. Metra recommends using the
proper mating adapter from Metra and/
or AXXESS. Re-connect the negative
hattery terminal and test the radio for
proper operation.
